A year in, they were looking at flats “just to see,” and
then, suddenly, measuring the awkward alcove for
shelves. On a cold Saturday, carrying paint samples and
sausage rolls, they cut through the park. He stopped by
the bandstand, not dramatic, just certain, and said, “This
is the right person, isn’t it?” He took a ring from his
pocket—nothing flashy, just exactly her—and asked if
they could keep doing life the way they’d started: honest,
simple, together.

Later, when people asked what made it work, they both
said the same thing:

“It always felt easy to come back to each other.”
